Vice Chairman of The Hong Kong Chamber of Education Centres Yam Wai Ho observed, “Today,
96% of people think that the anti-epidemic measures are too tight, which reaches all-time record high
of the survey. However, the Hong Kong government just announced that the current group gathering
restrictions would remain unchanged for two more weeks. This decision is contrary to the wishes of all
Hong Kong citizens. | think the government should quickly take measures to bring back normal life
again. It should at least relax restrictions that are most relevant to the economy across different
Industries. In terms of education, elementary and middle schools have entered the exam period and
will soon go into summer vacation. There is not much point to revert to full-time schooling now. The
Education Bureau should encourage schools to arrange summer classes as soon as possible, to help
students catch up with their learning progress.”
