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Dr Tung-fai Cheung, Spokesman of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood,
observed, “To many hopeless members of the tourism industry, self-help local tours
have become their final struggle. They are not too worried about recent outbreaks in
Guangzhou and Shenzhen because the mainland government has been quite efficient
and experienced in dealing with the situation. However, they are rather disappointed
at Hong Kong government’s failure in organizing the vaccination campaign. They
urge our government to step up the coverage of vaccination, otherwise we would not
see any quarantine exemption for cross boundary activity this year, but only the
doomsday of the tourism trade.”
