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Dr Tung-fai Cheung, Spokesman of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood, observed, “The
government officials have apparently relaxed their strict approach and proposed to reduce or waive
some quarantine measures when people travel out of Hong Kong, provided that they have vaccinated
and doubly tested negative in COVID-19 tests, which would become the new norm. The government
would also relax the group gathering ban when the vaccination coverage is relatively adequate to
protect the local community. These measures could really rescue the local economy and people’s
livelihood. We hope the government would make good preparations to implement these plans
pragmatically, including to proactively liaise with the governments of the surrounding regions, to
enhance the records of tests and vaccination, and to work well to match with other authorities in
ironing out the technical details.”
