normal full-day operations in September. As for primary schools and kindergartens, because
of age problem, the Secretary said that it could only maintain half-day operation in the new
school year. In that case, the parents would be quite disappointed that their primary school
and kindergarten children cannot return to full-day classes before the pandemic disappears.”
