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On the implementation of group gathering bans, Vice Chairman of The Hong Kong Chamber of
Education Centres Yam Wai Ho observed, “On the 17th of this month, the police conducted an inter-
departmental blitz lockdown operation outside a restaurant in Causeway Bay. They issued penalty
tickets to 229 people at the scene with a total fine of more than a million dollar. If the government just
wants to reduce the risk of infection, is it necessary for the police to spend so much time and effort? In
fact, is it possible to just send two to three police officers to remind people of the need to comply with
the group gathering ban before issuing the penalty tickets? On the other side of Wan Chai District,
there was a book fair going on many thousand times more crowded. This may make people feel that
‘only the state officials are free to set fires, while common people are forbidden to even light a lamp.””
