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Dr Tung-fai Cheung, Spokesman of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood,
observed, “As we enter August, the electronic consumption voucher scheme becomes
the talk of the town. The scheme really boosted the retail market substantially
especially for daily necessities. However, the catering industry has gained little from
the scheme because only a fraction of the restaurants could accept the vouchers, while
the gathering ban continues. Meanwhile, the local tourism industry is still struggling
in the mud. It seems that the bad days have not yet ended as new infection cases are
appearing in many mainland cities.”
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
