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Convenor of Hong Kong Public Health Research Collaborative, Dr Crystal Chan from
The Chinese University of Hong Kong observed, “The government recently announced
the extension of the epidemic prevention measures in response to the ongoing epidemic
worldwide. As the epidemic takes its toll, the public would easily get fatigued with the
preventive measures, which may become a breakpoint for the fifth wave of the epidemic.
With half of the population already received at least one dose of the vaccine, it is
important to make early arrangements for the elderly to get vaccinated and to inform the
public and the different sectors as soon as possible of various arrangements after the

closure of the community vaccination centres.”
