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Vice Chairman of The Hong Kong Chamber of Education Centres Yam Wai Ho observed,
“The Chief EXxecutive yesterday strongly suggested private companies to follow the
government’s lead in requiring their staff to vaccinate. The private companies generally
considered no such need. In fact, some employees are worried that vaccination would affect
their health, and some have been certified by doctors as unfit for vaccination. If a company
forces these employees to undergo testing at their own expense, it will inevitably lose them to
other companies that do not require compulsory vaccination, causing manpower shortage
which affects normal operations. If these companies subsidise the test fees, it would increase
costs and hinders operations, thereby slowing down economic recovery after the epidemic.”
