“Of the 8 confirmed imported cases the day before yesterday, 7 had received two doses of
vaccine. Of the 3 confirmed imported cases yesterday, all have been vaccinated with two
doses. The claim that vaccines can prevent infection is completely untenable. The
effectiveness of vaccines has been over-exaggerated, include herd immunity. If vaccination is
a product for sale, I am afraid that it has already violated the Trade Descriptions Ordinance.
This means that the government does not need to push for vaccination so much, especially
that it is not a necessary condition for border crossing between Hong Kong and the mainland.”
