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Yam Wai Ho, member of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood observed,
“The third dose of vaccination started in Hong Kong yesterday. However, many cases of
Infection that have been vaccinated have proved that the vaccine does not help cut off the
spread of the virus, that is to say, the third dose of vaccination has nothing to do with the
‘zero-case policy’. On the contrary, in Europe and the United States where people ‘coexist
with the virus’, because people are exposed to an environment that is prone to infection,
continuous vaccination will make more sense. In Hong Kong, the third dose only has the
function of ‘reassurance’ and meeting travel clearance requirements with mainland

China.”
