Dr Tung-fai Cheung, Spokesman of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood, observed, “ This
week, the epidemic is not serious, it is out of control. The government no longer has the ability to meet
the expectations of the trades and the public, and trust in the government has definitely hit a new low
without the need for polls. The restriction on gathering has lost its practical meaning, as a large
number of businesses in the city have either closed down or have been closed due to staff being
diagnosed, and there is basically no place to gather. Looking at Hong Kong society, with the double
blow of the out-of-control epidemic and the chaos of governance, there is no place of refuge on all
fronts. Expert opinions and official responses are often contradictory, and both the trades and the
public are at a loss as to what to do. This is a disaster for Hong Kong people.”
